5. FIGURATIVE LANGUAGE/FIGURE OF SPEECH  IS LANGUAGE THAT IS ALWAYS BASED ON SOME KIND OF COMPARISON THAT IS NOT LITERALLY TRUE.  IT IS ALSO, A WAY OF SAYING ONE THING BUT MEANING SOMETHING ELSE.

6. ANALOGY- A comparison made between two things to show how they are alike in some respects.

An analogy clarifies something through comparison.

7. SIMILE- A COMPARISON BETWEEN TWO UNLIKELY THINGS BY USING WORDS SUCH AS LIKE, AS, THAN, OR RESEMBLES.

8. METAPHOR—A COMPARISON BETWEEN TWO SEEMINGLY UNLIKE THINGS WITHOUT USING WORDS SUCH AS LIKE, AS, THAN, OR RESEMBLES.

9. Direct Metaphor—compares two things with a verb such as  “is.” 

10. Implied Metaphor –suggests the comparison with a verb other than is

11. Extended Metaphor—develops over several lines or throughout an entire poem.  

12. PERSONIFICATION—A FIGURE OF SPEECH THAT GIVES HUMAN QUALITIES OR CHARACTERISTICS TO A NONHUMAN THING OR TO AN ABSTRACT IDEA.

13. Hyperbole—A FIGURE OF SPEECH THAT USES AN INCREDIBLE EXAGGERATION, OR OVERSTATEMENTS FOR EFFECT.

14. PARADOX—A SELF-CONTRADICTORY STATEMENT THAT YET IS TRUE.

15.Oxymoron—a figure of speech which combines contradictory words for a special effect.

Ex. Bitter sweet;  honest thief;  toiling pleasure

16. SYMBOL—A PERSON, PLACE, THING, OR EVENT THAT STANDS BOTH FOR ITSELF AND FOR SOMETHING BEYOND ITSELF.
